Kvalificeringsuddannelsen rummer fag og elementer
fra uddannelsen til professionsbachelor i sygepleje.

Kvalificeringsuddannelsen udbydes under Lov om
Aben Uddannelse og er tilrettelagt, sa udenlandske
sygeplejersker efter gennemfert uddannelsesforlgb
vil kunne opna dansk autorisation som sygeplejer-
ske.

Uddannelsen kan tages pa enten ca. 10 maneder

The Qualification Programme is composed of sub-
jects and elements from the bachelor’s programme
in nursing.

The Qualification Programme is offered under
the Open Education Act and has been organised
to enable foreign nurses who have completed the
Programme to obtain Danish authorisation.

There are two course options: one lasting approx.

10 months (course 1), and one lasting approx. 14
months (course 2), depending on the assessment
of your certificate/diploma by the Danish National
Board of Health.

The course fee is DKK 2,500. Books and other
course materials are not included in the fee.
